The Need

Through our extensive consultation period we have been able to
establish that this project is needed for many reasons. It has involved
doing public surveys with residents, visitors to the area and local busi-
nesses. The school pilot session with the prototype version of the game
revealed that this area of the curriculum is difficult to understand and
the students find it boring. Encouragingly the pupils we talked to
reported that Stop the War is an engaging, interactive and fun way to
deliver this part of history learning.

Folkestone has a large proportion of deprived wards with people in
those areas having lower life chances than average. By delivering
history content in an engaging way we aim to excite these participants
in to learning the lessons from the past and how decisions made
around the war still affect our lives today.

99% of respondents said that WW1 should be remembered and 67% of
people had family in the war. However despite 82% of people knowing
when the war started, when asked more probing questions knowledge
of what happened is mixed and limited. When asked, how many
people died in the war 38% of people said don't know and the average
of the figures given was one quarter of the actual figure. 87% of people
said they would like to learn more about WW1.

Our research showed that the war is in peoples' consciousness but
many of the facts have been lost over the years. This is corroborated by
research conducted by the Imperial War Museum who is our partner.
Our mission is to create resources for a new generation to learn about
the warin an engaging and inspirational way. This will be done respect-
fully and through creating reflective environments. This will bring the
lessons of the war back to the fore and create a learning legacy for
future generations to remember the sacrifices made.
